LATEST UFO SIGHTINGS REVEAlED 

In my previous article in the 
Soacecrafter, I told you some of 
the little known or shall we say 
"unsuspected" origins of UFO's 
or unidentified flying objects that 
have appeared in our skies for many 
years.

Let me te 11 
you about it now. 

That date was July 17, 196�. 
Place: Chico, California, a little 
town situated in the nearby vicin­
ity of Red Bluff, but so small a 
place it is not as well known. At 
about one o'clock in the mo�ning 
of the 17th, Tom Malmquist observed 
three brightly glowing objects in 
the sky near his hoMe. He decided 
to follow them in his car to'get 
a closer look.

Portland's first international convention of the sea­son is under way at the Hotel Mallory. At least it's listed in the Chamber of Commerce Convention Bureau's guide as "international." It should be designated as "universal" because the delegates are from just about everywhere. 
We can't get to all the sessions. A pity, because the agenda of the Universariun Space Light Convention is the most stimulating bit of literature we've seen since the Kinsey Report. Our Girl Friday did manage to get to one of the meetings, however, and came up with this report: 
"Dear Boss - The invocation was given by Rev. Wm. L. Blessing of Denver, Colo., who wore a white wool jacket and a handsome beard. During the invoca­tion a sign fell off the wall which prompted chairman Zelrun Karsleigh to remark that the vibrations must indeed be getting strong. 

" 'I feel like 1 could take off any minute; I don't 
know if I can take this much lon�er,' " added Mr.

UFO-Congress that has thus far taken place in Europe.

Continents. The Congress was dedicated to: "The Coming 
cf the Planetarians" and "The Coming of the New Aquarian 
Age." 

The Congress was organized by the president of the 
German UFO-Study-Group, Herr Carl Veit, also published of

Having the living en­
dowment of anti-gravity in excess 
of all other beings, each con­
troller has a gravity resistance 
equalled only by enormous spheres 
revolving at tremendous velocity. 

"Ten of these controllers are 
now on Planet Earth, and one of 
their most important planetary 
activities is to facilitate the 
departure of "Seraphic Transports" 
(Flying Saucers???). 

"These controllers are able to 
directionize the flow of energy. 
They also have much to do with 
the segregation, directionization, 
and intensification of the phy­
sical energies, and with the e­
qualization of the pressures of 
the interplanetary circuits. They 
can manipulate twenty-one of the

Maybe some day we'll know for 
sure the answers to all these ques­
tions. I am convinced there are 
no arbitrary secrets in the Universe 
and I will never cease in my efforts 
to solve these mysteries. 

We mortals, just now taking our 
first faltering steps on the eter­
nal journey, can well. see we must 
advance a long way by "sight" and 
"material" assurance. We will long 
have to use faith and be dependent 
on revelation if we hope to progress 
quickly and safely. ·
