THE SUFOI NEWSLETTER this time wants 

to proscnt to you a much discussed ob· 
servation, which has been mentioned 
thoroughly in most Scandinavian news· 
papers. 

The UFO near Haderslcv 
· The obscJYotion of police officer Evald 
Hanson Moorup has been groduo!ly 
known by most people through the re· 
ports in the newspapers. Still we give o 
dotoiled report, os the accounts in the 
papers in severo! cases hove been inoc­
curole. Tho some thing hos to be soid 
about .fhe TV-news' treotment of the case. 

The obseJYotion occurred on august 
13 of 10.50 p.m. At the time Moorup 
was travelling in o police cor ot his 
way home to his house ot Knud. The 
event occurred while he was driving be­
tween Kobdrup and Fjclstrup, and wos 
on his woy downhill to o small hollow o 
few hundred metres from o T-junction, 
where the . Hoderslev-Fjelstrup rood is 
crossing the road to Kopdrup. The site 
of the obseJYotion is 8-10 km to the North 
of Hdderslev. 

Moarup soys: .1 wos driving alone in 
my polror cor on thursday ot opproxi· 
molely 10.50 p.m. Suddenly the cor was 
surrounded by o bright bluish-white light, 
and ot the same time the cor eng ine stop­
ped. The lights of the cor olso d isoppeo· 
red, even the light of the ignition. I drove 
aside the rood and stopped. The bright 
neonlike light outside was so dazzling, 
tho! I could see nothing . With my arm 
hiding my eyes - to pro tect them ogoinst 
the light- I succeeded in groping my woy 
to tho radio. Y./hen I got the microphone 
and tried to coli the station, it appeared, 
tho! the radio was just m .dead" as ony 
of tho electric installat ions in the cor.• 

Tho obseJYer continues: • The tempera­
ture inside the· cor wos increasing and it 
became pleosently hot. How hot I cannot 
tell, but it could be compared lo the heat 
you feel, when you drive aga inst the sun 
on o summer day•, Moorup tells. 

.Afler o while the light was rising. it 
was o coniccrl light with o diamete r in the 
botlom of .tl-5 metres. When I was ben· 
ding forwards and looking up, I could 
see, that the light cone ended ot the bot­
tom of o big grey thing . Not a sound ytas 
heord from the thing .· (See sketches) . 

• Arter o few seconds the light was 
.drown• into the th ing . It is d ifficult to 
explain how; the light was not e xtingui­
shed, but the bottom of the .light was ri-

sing, so that it become dark under the 
cone. (See sketch). It took about 5 mi­
nutes for the light to be drown up. I step· 
pcd out of the cor and sow, how the lost 
remnant of the light cone disappeared 
into the bottom of the thing in o hole 
with o diameter of quite o metre. • 

Second phose . 

.When the light hod disappeared into 
the thing, this started moving. In o few 
seconds it vanished vertically in the oir. 
It occelleroted strongly - still without o 
sound. When the object moved owoy, oil 
lights in the electric system of the cor re· 
turned. I tried to start and it started quite 
normally, just os I ogoin was able lo gel 
in touch with the station. I reported to 
the station, whot I hod experienced." 

The police officer goes on with his re­
port: .Before I stepped out of the cor, ~ 
hod token three pictures with the fosfe· 
ned comero of the patrol cor. Now I took 
three more photographs of the highway, 
which was lit -up by my headlights. Ho­
nestly speaking, I hove no idea at who! 
time of the observation I took the first 
three phologrophs," Moorup says, .but 
instinctively I must hove pulled the re­
lease of the comero, - presvmobly during 
the ·lost port of !he obseJYotion."
