It has ended the special

of saucers.

The project was 6et up in

January, 1948, The announce

ment of Its final report served,
as a denial of the story pub
lished by the'"True" magazine
at the week-end, which said

that the saucers were real and
were from other planets.

The Air Force announce

ment said: "All the evidence
indicates that the reports of

unidentified flying saucers are

the result of, firstly, misrepre
sentation of Various conven

tional objects; secondly, a mUd
form of mass hysteria; and,
thirdly, hoaxes.
