Fighter pursuit
Officers of the National Guard

at Memphis, Tennessee, sent up
two F51 fighter planes to check
HIP stories.

The planes reported from an

altitude of 30,000ft.:

"The object is still a long way
above our "plane, and we are not
getting any closer."

'nautics Authority at Malden,
Missourie, said that the flying
