The *“flying saucer” was
seen about 7 p.m. on Wed-
nesday by roopla in Bris-
bane, Glen Innes, Gladstone
and Homebush.

“The meteor would be
about B0 miles up, and iravel-
ling faster than 25 miles a
second,” Mr Woed said. “That
is the reason why it was
seen over such a wide area.”
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
