reportscontinueto come in
at therateof onea day.

Most have been written
off, but the US Air Force
stilllists34 casesas

seemingly

inexplicable.

"Life"reporterssay the
"saucers"cannot be psycho-
logicalphenomena.They are
not the productsof US re-
search.

They are not a Russian

development.
It is

inconceivable

that the
Russianswouldrisk the loss
of such a preciousmilitary

weaponas a "flyingsaucer"

over Americanterritory.

Dr. WalterRiedel,once re-
searchdirectorat the Ger-

man rocketcentre,at Peene-
munde, said : "I am com-

pletelyconvincedthey have
an out-of -the- world basis."

He said any knownearth
metal would melt at the
speedsat whichthe "saucers"

travel,and no humanpilot
could stand the manoeuvres

they went through.
