“It made no sound as it flew,
and travelled at abowt 500
m.p.h.”

During the past month, “fly-
ing saucers’” have been reported
from Arizona, Minnesota and
Singapore.

In each case scores of eve-
witnesses said that the objects
were “cigar-shaped.”
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
