The strange flying object
was reported from Coolah,
Dunedoo, Merriwa, Black-
ville, Werris Creek, Cassilis,

and towns as far north as

Upper Manilla.
All towns reported seeing

it and feeling the effects of
the rumblings about the
same time—7.55 p.m. &nbsp;

Residents of several towns

where the heart-shaped ob-
ject was reported declared
that buildings shook as it

passed over.
