30 ft in, diameter and shaped
like a half-rubber ball, taper
ing down to a 3. ft thickness
on the side. There was a phos
phorous. effect around the side.

"I bellve X- .was under and

neat it for about three min

utes," he said, "it was only
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10 ft from the ground. It mad?
a hissing sound like a tyre

going down."
Mr Desvergers said "they*

(apparently meaning those in

the object) shot a-ball of fire

at him .'that seemed to "float

slowly at my face."

He said the hair on his arm

was singed, and three holes,

about, one eighth of an Inch In

diameter, were burnt in his

Scout cap.
The Scoutmaster

'

said he

then blacked out and when ,
he

awoke had "no sense of feel

ing, and even now I have a

tingling as when your foot

lose» circulation and goes to

sleep."

By the time he came to,

Deputy Sheriff Partin, sum

moned by the three Scouts,

had arrived.

Mr Partin. said Mr Desver

gers "looked like a wild man"

when he cams out of the brash.
Mr Partin said that when he

went into the woods the grass
''seemed to be scorched or

blistered" ln;'the small clearing.

No trace of the object ha*

been found.

Some Investigators thought
that it either had exploded or

disappeared rapidly, said th*

American Associated Press.
