Mrs Kathlyn May and five
others in the group said Lemon
let out a scream and fell over
backwards.

She said that the monster,
which appeared to be about 4
It wide, started towards them
with a floating, bouncing
motion,

“There was an overpow
gaseous smell that burned my
nostrils and made me sick,”
said Mrs May. “Several of
the party passed out and
vomited for several hours after
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returning to town.”

Police laughed off the re-
port, They said that the
“monster” had grown from
7T 1t to 11 ft in 24 hours: but
Mr Lee Stewart, co-publisher
of the “Braxton County Demo-
crat,” said: “These people were
the most scared I've ever seen.
People don’'t make up that
kind of story that quickly.”
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
