while

But policerejectedthe reportsas
hysteria. They said the so-called mon-
sterhad grown fromseven to 17 feet
in 24 hours.

Mrs. KathlynMay reportedthat
she and six youths climbeda hillin
an isolatedarea on Friday night,
after her two small sonstoldher they
had seena brightobjectcomedown.
Gene Lemon,17, was leadingthe

group up the hill whenhe saidhe saw
what

appeared

to be a pairof bright

eyesin a tree.

Whenhe shonehis lighton it, he
said, he saw a 10ft. monsterwitha
"blood-red

face and a greenbody that
seemedto glow."

Lemonscreamedand fell over back-
wards.

Mrs. May said the monster,which
appeared

to be aboutfourfeetwide,
startedtowardsthem, moving with
a floating, bouncingmotion.

"Therewas an
overpowering,

gase-
ous smellthatburntmy nostrilsand
mademe sick,"Mrs.May said."Sev-

eralof the party passedout and vom-
ited for severalhours after returning

to town."

Mrs. May and Lemon describedthe
monsteras havingthe shapeof a
man, with a

blood-red face, bright

greenbody,and
protruding

eyes.
Theysaidit hada blackshieldin

theshapeof an aceof spadesbehind

it and worewhatlookedlikea pleated

metallicskirt.
"It lookedworse than Franken-

stein,"Mrs. May said.
