The correspondent said that the

document contained two other

findings:—
1. In some instances flying ob-

jects that have been sighted

were actually secret U.S. miss-

iles undergoing tests.

2. The Soviet Union was pro-

foundly mystified and worried by
"flying saucers," and strongly
suspected they were a new Ame-

rican weapon. The report said

that the Kremlin had four differ-

ent investigations under way to
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discover the identity and source

of the devices.

Allen said that "One import-
ant point stressed in the report

is that most authoritative and

detailed sightings came from

atomic plants, military bases and
research centres.
