Rocketspropellingsuch mis-
siles,the report added, roared

An ordnance officerworking
with the UnitedStatesAir
Force said such missiles could
reacha speedin excessof 1,000

The reported courseof the
objects, some of whichheaded
back for Manchuria and Si-
beriaat an altitudeof

35,000ft.,

led
intelligence expertsto be-

lieve they were radar-guided.
