degrees to a height of ap

proximately 8000ft.

"It described a large orbit

and passed over us heading
north, approximately 1000

feet above us.

"We had this light in

view continuously for. five

minutes. V :

The time was 6.11 p.m.
A.E.S.T."

Captain Jones added:
"Both" myself and the

second pilot and the con

trol-tower . operator (a%

Mackay) saw this light."
