The Batlow report said

that seven times between
May 18 and July 6 bal-
loon-like, luminous spin-
ning objects had been seen
high in the sky.

ach time four objects
had been seen between 7
pm and 11.15 pm on clear
nights and sometimes
twice a week.

They were glowing
red and spinning as
they moved backwards
and forwards at a high
speed across the sky,

Mr. Whitney said the
committee would seek ad-
ditional details and obser-
vations.
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
