Boyle. 41-year-oldvice
presidentof the British
Astronomical Association's
Victorian branch.

Mr. Boyle,who is a
cartographerwith the Lands
Department,has been
interestedin astronomyfor
about26 years.He said, to
night, "I've never before
seen anythingin daylight

that has been as puzzling

to me.

"Somethingstrange"
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open mind on the things
that peopleclaimto have
seenin the sky.Now I am
convincedthat there is
somethingpeculiar going
on."

Mr. Boyle sightedthe
objectfrom St. Kildaat 11
a.m. on Sunday,January3,
as he was takinghis 4-year-

old son Ian to the beach.

He saw it for 15 or 20
seconds.

"My first impressionwas
thatit lookedlikea piece

of paperbeingblownalong
by the wind—but it was a
calm day with littlewind,"
he said.

"As it rockedfrom side
to side it flashedin the
sunlight like a sheet of
aluminium. Each time it
flasheda purplishhalo
appearedaroundit."
