MAY BRING OBJECT OUT
IN MORE DETAIL

Sydney, Jan. 24¢. — The
 Federa] Government has sent
a film of g flying saucer-like
object to Amer.ca for special
processing.

This was announced o-
night by the Minister for Air,
Mr McMahon. He said that
American Government repre-
senatives in  Australia had
been asked to speed up the
' fAlm’s return, -

Mr. McMahon added that
a Civil Aviation Departmet
officer in Port Morseby, M-~
T. C. Drury, had taken the
fiilm with a mov.ie camera
fitted with a telephoto lens
last August.

Mr, Drury had reported that
off Sunday, Augusé &5, e
noticed a cloud at a great
height building up as theugh
being formegd by vapour trals.

He watched the cloud grow-
Jig in intensity for several
minutes and suddenly aa ob

fert anneared fram ona oda
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ject appeared from one s:ide
of it and climbed very fas* in
roughly a north-eastérn d.rec-
tion, It appeared slightly
bigger than a pin head.

“Whatever it was it left a
clearly defined vapour trail
kehing it until it finally dis-
appeared with a rapid gain of
altitude,” Mr, Drury reported.

| He said that it appeared to
be some type of very high-
speed aircraft. Air traffiec con-
trol knew of no aireraft
movements in that area.

| Mr, MeMabon said that Mr.
Drury's film had been initial-
ly processed :in Melbourne.
Examination when projecied
