Mr Jesse said that the

object appeared
to be a square

cut shapeand was devoidof
wings, tail propellers and
other conventionalaviation
aids.

It was so
brilliantly

lit,
apparently by the late afternoon

sun, that it was difficult

to look
straight

at it for long.
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No enginenoisewas heard.
Althoughhe couldnot estimate

the heightor the speed
of the "thing,"Mr Jessefelt
thatit was

travelling

highand
fasterthan the averageplane.

The object appearedto glide
alongmoreor lessparallelto
the railwaylineuntilit was
roughlyover PallasStreet,he
said.Then it veeredaway
to the northand

disappeared

in a matterof seconds.
