marine base-or a gag.

Mr. Van Tassel said the

fireball was probably a "nul
lifier"

used by visitors from
other worlds to rid the at-no

sphere of radioactivity from re

cent hydrogen bomb blasts.

Mr. George Williamson, of

Prescott (Arizona), who said

he has been in radio contact

with space ship pilots since

August, 1952, declared the fire

ball was "definte evidence of

saucer activity in the area."

Mr. Truman Bcthurum, of

Redondo Beach (California)

said he came face-to-face with

a female space ship pilot at

Mormon Mesa (Nevada) in
