The object was of
global shape inside an ellip-
tical ring. A trall of white
vapour flowed behind. The
object which was at con-
siderable height emitted no
nolse. The object was first
sighteg at 10.40 a.m. and it
disappeared from view 7
minutes later. After watch-
ing the object for about
a couple of minutes one of
the quartette of ladies ran
to an adjoining house and
informed them of the incid-
ent and some of household
came out and saw the
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At about the same time
10.30 a.m., quite a number
of people in Nerang Street
saw what they thought to
be a ‘‘rocket” very high in
the sky, with a long dark
trall. They heard no sound
and watched it for almost
a quarter of an hour.

Reports received of people
in Bauer Street seeing some
thing which one of them
states was a jet rocket be-
cause as it turned she saw
two tails. It was silvery
grey, and in the distance
reminded her of a big cigar
The smoke that trailed be-
hind it was about 50 times
it length.
