same area.'*

He sadi the object finally

"looped the loop, then lost in

tensity and disappeared."
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Mr Curnow said that he and

the rest of the group watched
the object continuously for 16

minutes before it disappeared.

He said it appeared low over

the crest of the surrounding
hills and appeared to be about
five times larger in diameter

than the biggest star in the

sky and about four or five

miles away.

Mr Curnow said the object

was like "a bright light or

bright star, which changed
colour and glittered like a cut

diamond."
