ment by parachute some-

where in Western Eng-
land.

Prof. C. P. Powell, of
Bristol University, said
that it was the biggest
balloon they had ever

launched.
He was asked what hap-

pened to the balloon when
the equipment was releas-
ed.

Prof. Powell explained
blandly: "It drifts on and
becomes flying

over half a dozen differ-
ent countries."
