He told authorities at
Nowra Naval Air Station
and base tor Fleet Air Arm
he saw what appeared to
be lights of two aircraft
when flying about 285

m.p.h.

Radar check

He said the saucers flew
on

each side of him,
circled his plane, then drew
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rapidly away. At his request
Nowra radar crew fixed his
position and reported back.

The screen showed, the
echo of another object mov

ing alongside his Sea Fury.

This is the first known
case in which an uniden
tified object in the sky
has been confirmed by
radar. .

Authorities ascertained
there were no other military
aircraft in the vicinity at
the time.
