Parker, 18, on Saturdaynight.

The men told the Jackson

County Sheriff's Departmentthey
had beenfishing off an old pier

on the
PascagoulaRiveron Thurs

day nightwhentheysaw a
strange

object approachingin the sky,
emittinga bluish haze.

Reportedly"scaredto death and
shakingall over",they told officers

theyhad beentaken insidethe
craftby three creatures

withbig
eyes, crab-like hands, wrinkled

skin and pointed ears.

Dr Hardersaid the men'sex
perienceas reflectedduringhypnosis

was "traumatic", adding
"their emotionsand very strong
feelings of terrorare

impossible

to
fake under hypnosis".
