A slow bowler . 
AN object shaped like a 

bowler-bat moved slowly 
across the sky over Moor­
abbin before it dis­
appeared, according to 
17-year-old Paul Carme­
ni, of Moorabbin. 

"I was out the front of 
the house putting out the 
garbage about 8 p.m. in 
late October, when I saw 
this glowing bowler-hat 
object moving across the 
sky,'' Paul said. 

"It was moving pretty 
s!owly at a fairly low al-

titude. By the time I got 
the camera, it was at the 
back of the house." 

Paul said he took a 
picture of the object 
which looked "about the 
size of a football." 

He said the object, 
which was distinct in the 
sky, looked blurred in the 
photo, and its orange 
color was stronger in the 
picture. 

Paul said he lost sight 
of it at 8.08 p.m. 
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
