Cumming of Coolbellup
said she watched two
balls of light for 15
minutes from about
10pm. “They had blink-
ing lights,” she said, “as
if they were sending
messages.”

UFORUM researcher
Brian Richards said
there had been similar
sightings at Trigg and
Maylands this month.
