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ALIENS could be behind
recent savage attacks on
sheep, claims a UFO re-
searcher.

She believes extra-ter-
restrial “entities” may be
conducting genetic re-
scarch by taking organs
from animals slaughtered
on farms in Aberconwy
last month.

Mrs Joan Amof, the co-
ordinator for a Plymouth-
based UFO recsearch
group, rcad about the un-
cxplained attacks when a
fcllow-rescarcher sent her
rccent copies of the
Weekly News.

And she belicves they
are linked to a spate of
cases in the United States,
Canada and now the UK in
which domestic animals
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of aliens’

have been found muti-
lated.

“In Amcrica, UFOs —
and entities — have been
seen in the areas where the
attacks happened,” claims

Amof, who lives near
Tavistock in Devon.

She adds that a Clwyd
researcher claims to have
seen a “bright light travel-
ling slowly beneath cloud
level” in thc weck of the
most recent attack.

Last month, five shcep
belonging to a Henryd
farmer wcre found with
throats and bellics cut.

That camec just a week
after an incident in which
a farmer in Llanrhos Road
discovered two shecp with
their heads and forclegs
missing, sparking fears of
