The Mm1stry of Defence has side~stepped claims that a West Walu RAF 
base pa.ys a secret role probing UFOs. Gower MP Martin Caton has been 
pressing the Government over activities at th4t base at Brawdy.

But yesterday [Juty 1] MoD mm1ster s~ud Bntish forces only Investigated 
UFOs If they feared a military threat. MP John Sellar said: "Unless a 
report reveals ev1dence of a potential threat from an external m1htary 
source no attempt 1s made to determine the pre<:1se nature of what mtght 
have been seen." He added that the Pembrokeshtre base had been 
handed from the RAF to the Army two years ago but failed to say 
whether it had ever 1nvestiga11td UFO s1ght1ngs. 

TOday Mr' Caton played down his mterest in the extra-twres1rial, saymg 
he had asked the Commons questions on Brawdy for a constituent. " I 
pecsonally think Irs very unhkety and 1t 1s not sorrtethtng I have a great 
understanding of or mterest m. But I have to admit OM or my favourtte 
films IS Close Encounters of the Third Kmd."
