THE Ministry of Defence has in­
vestigated 28 official reports of 
UFO sightings in Wales in the past 
three years. 

The close encounters include a 
black object hovering over Rhyl, a 
flying disc over Newport and a 
spinning craft with legs spotted in 
the skies above the Valleys. 

The figures, released under the 
Freedom of Information Act, 
show that there were seven sight­
ings in 2002, eight in 2003, four in 
2004 and nine so far this year. 

An MoD spokesman said it 
would be a waste of money to 
investigate the sightings fully, but 
believed there were "rational ex­
planations" for them.
