George Lamb sums up his smarts, “I think good
science,” while the others call themselves intui-
tive, stubborn or insightful, but never smart.
Maybe they’re just used to it. Being smart, after
all, is like being right. It’s best if you start early
—like Michael Dukakis, who first ran for presi-
dent in third grade. Or Yo-Yo Ma who at 32,
has performed professionally for 27 years.
Being smart can also mean overcoming the
odds. “People don't persist in paying for the
truth,” says Henry Hampton, whose “Eyes on the
Prize” on the civil rights movement struggled
into prime time heavily in debt. But just what
makes these players smart is hard to say. They
are achievers. They have outpaced others, spo-
ken more clearly, shone more brilliantly. And
yet more than half, when asked their greatest
achievement, cited their families. We say that’s
smart. Just don't expect to hear it from them.
