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CAMBRIDGE, Mass. — A famous Harvard professor, who’s the world’s
top authority on alien abductions, has at last discovered the real reason the
strange beings are here: They’re warning us that mankind is destroying the
environment and unless we make radical changes, we will face an Apocalypse

like the one described
in the Holy Bible!

Pulitzer Prize-winning
author Dr. John Mack, a pro-
fessor of psychiatry at
Harvard Medical School,
reveals that scores of ab-
ductees he’s interviewed say
aliens showed them a horrific
fate that awaits our planet if
pollution continues — with
Earth’s oceans turned into
toxic ooze, the black air
unbreathable and millions
dead.

“Sometimes the images of

| planetary destruction present-

ed to the experiencers are so
dramatic, so utterly bleak or
catastrophic, that they reach
apocalyptic proportions,” Dr.
Mack says in his newest book,
Passport to the Cosmos:
Human Transformation and
Alien Encounters, recently
released in paperback (Three
Rivers Press, $14).

“Most of the abductees
believe they are being shown
the actual future. Although
they may feel that this future
is already determined, they
may nevertheless, like biblical
prophets, warn us that we
must change our destructive
ways.”

Dr. Mack rocked the aca-
demic world in 1994 when
he published groundbreaking
research on the alien-abduc-
tion phenomenon. Based on
extensive interviews, he found
that people who claim to have
been kidnapped by aliens are
not crazy or unusually prone
to fantasy — but instead show
all the signs of having urder-
gone genuine trauma.

Since then, he’s come to the
conclusion that whether the
aliens hail from another plan-
et, an alternate universe or
another plane of reality alto-
gether doesn’t matter.

“The main thing for me has
become, ‘What does this mean
for us?’” Dr. Mack told a rapt
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audience while on a publicity
tour.

To answer that question,
the expert pored over his
research materials.

“I took all my boxes of
interview transcripts and sat
with them, sorting them day
after day, to see what ideas
and themes seemed to emerge
from that material,” he said.

“I began to be struck by
how powerful the environmen-
tal dimension was to this, the
overwhelming communication
of danger to the planet.”

The aliens’ communication
takes a variety of forms, from
telepathy to images on TV-like
monitors aboard their space-
craft.

An abductee named Jim
Sparks received one such
chilling alien warning, the
expert writes. “On the ships
he had been shown ‘scene
after scene showing man-
kind’s destructive ways and its
impact on the environment,’
accompanied by a telepathic
message, ‘You are Killing your
planet. Your planet is dying.’ ”

The aliens seem to indicate
that the horrible future they
depict can be averted if we act
now. Often abductees are
shown scenes of breathtaking
natural beauty — followed by
contrasting images of death,
devastation and destruction.

A woman named Nora was
shown “fairy-tale-like gardens
on the ships and was told by
the beings there is still the
potential to create such beauty
on Earth,” Dr. Mack writes.

Many children who have
close encounters with E.Ts
receive a similar message.

“Several of the ones I inter-
viewed said they received
information, primarily through
the black eyes of the
beings, about the danger to
the planet’s life,” Dr. Mack

writes in the book. “When I asked
she
thought these ‘strange beings’
wanted here, she said, ‘I think they
want people to know that we’re
actually making harm on this world
and we mustn’t get too technolo-
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gized.”

Even when visiting far-flung
aliens

Third World countries,
brought the same message.

An African man named Credo
Mutwa associates the E.T.s with
beings in his people’s mythology
who are
ancient guardians of our planet. f§
They value Earth because it is one §&
of only a handful of “mother worlds” |

called “mantindane”

capable of sustaining life.
Through the

beings.”

Bernardo Peixoto, a Brazilian
shaman, told Dr. Mack of the
“Ikuyas” — his people’s name for
beings similar to the gray-type
aliens often reported by people in [

the West.

mantindane, §
Mutwa was given visions of a dying
Earth in which, he said, “the sky
will become dirty, the animals will |
vanish, the seas will turn into poi- '
sonous mud, water will be even
more precious than gold to human |}
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He said they are now coming to fEe

Earth “because they are conscious @
that we are destroying ourselves [J§§!

and they love us and don’t
want to see this happening.”
But the aliens aren’t
always lovey-dovey. They're
not above issuing not-too-sub-
tle threats to abductees, many
of whom warn of a coming
“cleansing” of Mother Earth.
An abductee named Isabel
was told by the aliens that the
human race was like a danger-
ous virus or cancer that
“might have to be removed” to
preserve the whole body.
“The Earth has gone
through a lot,” she told Dr.
Mack. “If we're giving off this
negative energy all the time,
after a while, the Earth looks

at us like a harmful bacteria
and it will repel us. It will fight
back.”

The aliens, who see them-
selves as the guardians of
Earth — their original home
— will play an active role in
the “cleansing,” the abductee
told Dr. Mack.

“There are going to be a lot
of ships that are going to come
here and I think that they’re
going to take us and remove
us first,” she said. “The Earth

has to be purified.”

The day of reckoning will
be straight out of the Book of
Revelation, she said.

“Like in the Bible. There
will be tidal waves, terrible
weather changes and a lot of
sickness,” she said. “The
Earth is going to be gone,” she
predicts, and not everyone will
be on the “new Earth” that
emerges sparkling clean from
the mass destruction.

Another abductee named
Karin says she was warned of
“God’s wrath exploding” on
Earth. “Cities are going to be

lost in the blink of an eye,”
she told Dr. Mack. “This is
the stuff the Bible is talking
about.”

Since learning of the peril to

humanity, many abductees have
become committed environmental
activists — and the expert says
that’s a good thing.

Says Dr. Mack, “That kind of shift
of consciousness is the only thing, I
think, which could possibly arrest the
downward spiral of destruction that is
happening here.”
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
