Recent drives by the Spirit rover
from Jan. 14 to Feb. 4, 2010 (Sols 2145 to 2165)
moved the center of the rover approximately
13.4 inches (34 centimeters) backwards.
Since Jan. 26 (Sol 2157), drive commands have
concentrated on placing Spirit into a favorable tilt
toward the sun as the Martian winter approaches.
