I was mind blown.

Keith concluded no human could have left this size of footprint.

157

I've been a nurse for 35 years. I've never seen anybody with feet that big.

158

There's my hand. Look at the size of that footprint.

159

00:15:01,000 --> 00:15:07,000

It was basically about 18 inches long and probably 6 to 8 inches wide.

160

We knew that it wasn't a human footprint.

161

Something else stood out about this footprint.

There's pretty deep in the mud. It's like at least 3 inches in the mud.

I weigh about 200 pounds and my footprint barely went down where this one was down several inches.

So to me, it had to be something that weighed 6, 800 pounds or more.

165

I stepped here, it looks like a right foot and kept on going.

166

Keith noted there was just one solitary footprint in the bog.

167

When it stepped into the mud puddle and then stepped out, it had to have been like a 5 to 6 foot
stretch

168

because the next step was on solid ground and it didn't leave a footprint.

169

So whatever left the print had astride far greater than any humans.

170

This led Keith to a worrying conclusion.

There's no way it could be a human footprint, so it had to have been a big foot.

At the North American Bigfoot Center in Oregon, leading expert Cliff Berwickman has been examining
the evidence.

You can see five toes across the front and a well-defined heel.

The Sasquatches seem to come down rather flat-footed. They don't come down heel-first like people
do.

Cliff also believes the fact that one print was found on its own adds further weight to it being
evidence of Bigfoot.

so that seems very reasonable that you'd only find one because the muddy area is only about 6-8
feet long.

So you would expect to find one print in the mud in this case. That looks to me like a Sasquatch
footprint.

As Fairbanks grows, we keep pushing out farther into the wilderness and maybe this is Bigfoot



trying to push back.
