An archaeologist believed it was chiseled out of the hillside starting at the top and ending at the
bottom.

Some historians estimate that construction of the temple required the removal of over 400,000 tons
of rock.

But even more incredible is that mainstream archaeologists propose that this feat was accomplished
in just 18 years.
