The Atlas was an intercontinental ballistic missile, or ICBM,

100 times more powerful than the bomb dropped over Nagasaki.

236

The missile he would film was outfitted with a dummy warhead.

It was his job to actually track this Vandenberg missile that was shot off

238

00:14:13,000 --> 00:14:15,000

and he was filming it.

He did his job just as he was ordered to do.

The missile failed. It mysteriously failed.

In his story, Lieutenant Jacobs states he returned to Vandenberg with the film to be developed.
